I f  w e  a r e  t o  a p p r e c i a t e  f u l l y  w h a t  w e  o w e  t o  t h e  F r e e  C h u r c h  m e n  a n d  w o m e n  

o f  t h i s  d i s t r i c t  o f  a  h u n d r e d  y e a r s  a n d  m o r e  a g o ,  w e  w i l l  n e e d  to r e c a l l  t h e  u n s e t t l e d  

s t a t e  o f  P r e s b y t e r i a n i s m  i n  N  .S.W. a t  t h a t  t i m e .

T h e  D i s r u p t i o n  i n  S c o t l a n d  1 8 4 3  w a s  s t i l l  q u i t e  r e c e n t .  T h r e e  y e a r s  l a t e r  o n  

O c t .  1 0 t h .  1 8 4 6 ,  R e v .  W i l l i a m  M c I n t y r e ,  R e v .  J o h n  T a i t ,  R e v .  C o l i n  S t e w a r t  a n d  M r .  

S a m u e l  M a r t i n ,  i n  o r d e r  t o  m a i n t a i n  P r e s b y t e r i a n  p r i n c i p l e s  i n  t h e i r  p u r i t y ,  c o n s t i t u ­

t e d  t h e m s e l v e s  a s  a  C o u r t  o f  C h r i s t ' s  C h u r c h ,  a n d  a d o p t e d  t h e  t i t l e ,  P r e s b y t e r i a n  

C h u r c h  o f  E a s t e r n  A u s t r a l i a .  T h e  a m a z i n g  g r o w t h  a n d  p r o g r e s s  o f  t h i s  c h u r c h  i n  t h e  

f o l l o w i n g  y e a r s  ( 2 0  y e a r s )  c a n  b e  s t u d i e d  i n  R e v .  J . C .  R o b i n s o n ' s  H i s t o r y  o f  t h e  

F r e e  P r e s b y t e r i a n  C h u r c h  o f  A u s t r a l i a .

A l s o ,  t h e  d i s a p p o i n t i n g  c r i s i s  w h i c h  a r o s e  i n  1 8 6 4  - 5, w h e n  t h e  m a j o r i t y  o f  

t h e  S y n o d  e n t e r e d  i n t o  a  u n i o n  w i t h  o t h e r  P r e s b y t e r i a n  C h u r c h e s ,  a n d  l e f t  s a d l y  d e p ­

l e t e d  r a n k s  t o  c a r r y  o n  t h e  w o r k  a n d  w i t n e s s  o f  t h e  P r e s b y t e r i a n  C h u r c h  o f  E a s t e r n  

A u s t r a l i a .

I t  i s  a g a i n s t  s u c h  a  b a c k g r o u n d  t h a t  w e  m u s t  j u d g e  t h e  a c t i o n s  o f  t h e  P r e s b y ­

t e r i a n s  o f  t h i s  d i s t r i c t  o f  a  h u n d r e d  y e a r s  a g o ,  a n d  w e  s h o u l d  b e  t h a n k f u l  t o  G o d  

t h a t  t h e r e  w e r e  so m a n y  w i t h  d i s c e r n m e n t ,  f a i t h  a n d  l o y a l t y  t o  S c r i p t u r a l  p r i n c i p l e s ,  

t o  c a s t  i n  t h e i r  l o t  w i t h  t h e  S y n o d  o f  E a s t e r n  A u s t r a l i a .

T h e i r  d i f f i c u l t i e s  a n d  d i s c o u r a g e m e n t s  w e r e  e n o r m o u s .  C o m m u n i c a t i o n s  o f  

e v e r y  k i n d  w e r e  p o o r .  T h e y  h a d  n o  p l a c e s  o f  w o r s h i p  a n d  n o  r e g u l a r  m i n i s t e r i a l  s u p p l y .  

T h e y  c o u l d  h a v e  t a k e n  t h e  e a s y  w a y  o u t  b y  u n i t i n g  w i t h  t h e  l a r g e r  b o d i e s ,  b u t  t h i s  

w o u l d  h a v e  m e a n t  f o r s a k i n g  p r i n c i p l e s  w h i c h  t h e y  w o r e  n o t  p r e p a r e d  t o  g i v e  u p .

A  g r e a t  d e b t  i s  o w e d  t o  t h e  R e v .  A l l a n  M c I n t y r e .  R e v .  P e t e r  M c P h e r s o n  h a s  

l e f t  i t  o n  r e c o r d ,  t h a t  w h i l e  o n  a  v i s i t  t o  t h e  H a s t i n g s  i n  1 8 7 6 ,  h e  w a s  t o l d  t h a t ,  

h a d  i t  n o t  b e e n  f o r  t h e  l a b o u r s  o f  R e v .  A l l a n  M c I n t y r e ,  t h e  w h o l e  o f  t h e  H a s t i n g s  

d i s t r i c t  w o u l d  h a v e  b e e n  l o s t  t o  P r e s b y t e r i a n i s m .  H e  t o o k  u p  h i s  m i n i s t r y  o n  t h e  

M a n n i n g  o n  D e c .  1 8 t h . , 1 8 5 4 ,  b u t  w a s  n o t  i n d u c t e d  t o  t h e  c h a r g e  u n t i l  J a n .  7 t h .  1 8 5 8 .

H e  m a d e  p e r i o d i c  v i s i t s  t o  t h e  H a s t i n g s ,  a n d  s e r v i c e s  w e r e  h e l d  i n  M r .  A l e x a n d e r  B a i n ' s  

b a m  a t  L e t t e r e w e .  S e r v i c e s  w e r e  i n  G a e l i c  a n d  E n g l i s h ,  a n d  a l t h o u g h  t h e  f i r s t  s e r ­

v i c e  c o m m e n c e d  at 1 0 - 0 0 a m ,  i t  w a s  u s u a l l y  n e a r  s u n d o w n  w h e n  p r o c e e d i n g s  e n d e d  f o r  t h e  

d a y .

T h o u g h  rec o r d s  o f  t h e  e a r l y  y e a r s  a r e  s c a n t y ,  i t  i s  k n o w n  t h a t  R e v .  A l l a n  

M c I n t y r e  h e l d  a  c o m m u n i o n  s e r v i c e  o n  t h e  H a s t i n g s  a s  e a r l y  a s  1 8 6 5 .  T h e  f i r s t  F r e e  

C h u r c h  p l a c e  o f  w o r s h i p  b u i l t  o n  t h e  H a s t i n g s ,  w a s  at L e t t e r e w e ,  t h e  o f f i c i a l  o p e n i n g  

t a k i n g  p l a c e  o n  J u l y  1 6 t h .  1 8 7 1  w i t h  R e v .  W . S .  D o n a l d  p r e s i d i n g ,  o f  C l a r e n c e t o w n .

M r .  H u g h  L i v i n g s t o n e  s u p p l i e d  f o r  a  t i m e  a n d  m u s t  h a v e  t r a v e l l e d  e x t e n s i v e l y ,  

f o r  h e  w a s  t h e  a g e n t  f o r  " T h e  W i t n e s s " , ( a  w e e k l y  p a p e r  e d i t e d  b y  R e v .  G e o r g e  S u t h e r ­

l a n d  o f  S y d n e y )  o n  t h e  H a s t i n g s ,  W i l s o n ,  M a c l e a y ,  N a m b u c c a  a n d  B e l l i n g e r  R i v e r s .  M r .  

L i v i n g s t o n e  w a s  o r d a i n e d  b y  t h e  P r e s b y t e r y  o f  S y d n e y  o n  N o v .  3 rd. 1 8 7 5 ,  a n d  w e n t  t o  

l a b o u r  a t  P a r k e s  i n  W e s t e r n  N . S . W .

O t h e r  m i n i s t e r s  k n o w n  t o  h a v e  v i s i t e d  t h e  H a s t i n g s  a n d  M a c l e a y  i n  t h o s e  

e a r l y  y e a r s  w e r e  f o r  i n s t a n c e ,  R e v .  W . S . D o n a l d  w h o  i n  F e b r u a r y  1 8 7 6 ,  p r e a c h e d  at 

L e t t e r e w e ,  H u n t i n g d o n  a n d  C a t h a r b u c .  C a t h a r b u c  o n  t h e  U p p e r  H a s t i n g s  w a s  t h e n  o w n e d  

b y  M r .  A n g u s  K e n n e d y  w h o  h a d  b e c o m e  o n e  o f  t h e  e a r l y  e l d e r s  o f  t h e  c o n g r e g a t i o n ,  a n d  

w a s  a l m o s t  c e r t a i n l y  t h e  v e n u e  o f  t h e  f i r s t  F r e e  C h u r c h  s e r v i c e  o n  t h e  u p p e r  r i v e r .  

T h e r e  w e r e  3 0  p r e s e n t  at t h e  s e r v i c e .  T h e  s c h o o l  a t  H u n t i n g d o n  w a s  c r o w d e d  f o r  t h e  

s e r v i c e  t h e r e .

R e v .  P e t e r  M c P h e r s o n  r e p o r t e d  t h a t  i n  1 8 7 6 ,  h e  h a d  c o n d u c t e d  s e r v i c e s  a t  

C a t h a r b u c ,  H u n t i n g d o n  a n d  L e t t e r e w e  o n  t h e  H a s t i n g s ;  at W a l l a b y  H i l l  a n d  R o l l a n d s  

P l a i n s  o n  t h e  W i l s o n ,  a n d  A u s t r a l e d e n  o n  t h e  M a c l e a y ,  T h e  r o u n d  t r i p  o f  o v e r  5 0 0  

m i l e s  w a s  m a d e  o n  h o r s e b a c k .  T h e  f  ~  r y e s  o f  b o t h  t h e s e  m i n i s t e r s  w o u l d  m a k e  a  s t o r y  

i n  i t s e l f ,  t o u c h i n g  o n  s u c h  i n c i d e n t s  a s  r i d i n g  t h r o u g h  a  t h u n d e r s t o r m  o n  t h e  r a n g e s  

c o m i n g  f r o m  t h e  B a r r i n g t o n ,  a n d  t h e  a r d u o u s  j o u r n e y  f r o m  t h e  u p p e r  H a s t i n g s  t o  t h e  

M a n n i n g .
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I n  O c t o b e r  o f  t h e  s a m e  year*, t h e  P r e s b y t e r y  h a d  a  l e t t e r  f r o m  M r .  D u n c a n  B a i n  o f  t h e  

H a s t i n g s ,  r e f e r r i n g  to a  m e m o r i a l  f r o m  t h e  F r e e  C h u r c h  p e o p l e  o n  t h e  H a s t i n g s ,  W i l s o n  

a n d  M a c l e a y  R i v e r s .  T h i s  c o n t a i n e d  9 9  s i g n a t u r e s  o f  a d u l t s  w h o  e x p r e s s e d  a g r e e m e n t  

w i t h  t h e  p r i n c i p l e s  a n d  p o s i t i o n  o f  t h e  P r e s b y t e r i a n  C h u r c h  o f  E a s t e r n  A u s t r a l i a ,  a n d  

a l s o  a  p e t i t i o n  t h a t  a n  o r d a i n e d  m i s s i o n a r y  m i g h t  b e  a p p o i n t e d  t o  l a b o u r  i n  t h e  a r e a .

M R .  J O H N  D A V I S  h a d  b e e n  l i c e n s e d  t o  p r e a c h  t h e  g o s p e l  o n  M a r c h  6 t h . l 8 7 6 ,  a n d  

w a s  s e n t  t o  s u p p l y  at B o m b a l a  o n  t h e  S o u t h  C o a s t .  B u t  o n  t h e  6 t h . J u n e  1 8 7 7 ,  h e  w a s  

o r d a i n e d  t o  l a b o u r  a s  a  m i s s i o n a r y  i n  t h e  e x t e n s i v e  H a s t i n g s  a n d  M a c l e a y  d i s t r i c t s .

T h e  w o r k  p r o s p e r e d  so w e l l  a n d  s h o w e d  s u c h  p r o m i s e ,  t h a t  t h e  H a s t i n g s  a n d  M a c l e a y  w a s

s a n c t i o n e d  a s  a  r e g u l a r  c h a r g e  o n  N o v .17 t h . 1 8 7 7 .

T h i s  i s  t h e  m i l e s t o n e  t h a t  w e  c o m m e m o r a t e  t o d a y ,  a n d  a s  w e  s u r v e y  t h e  p a s t  

h u n d r e d  y e a r s  o r  m o r e ,  w e  m i g h t  w e l l  s a y , " W h a t  h a t h  G o d  w r o u g h t ! "  ( N u m b e r s  2 3 s 23)

W h e n  M r .  D a v i s  w a s  s e n t  t o  B o m b a l a ,  t h e  U n i o n  P a r t y  l o c k e d  t h e  d o o r s  o f  t h e  

c h u r c h  a g a i n s t  h i m  f o r c i n g  h i m  t o  h o l d  h i s  s e r v i c e s  i n  t h e  C o u r t  H o u s e ,  t h o u g h  t h e  

c h u r c h  s t i l l  h e l d  i t s  l e g a l  c o n n e c t i o n  w i t h  t h e  S y n o d  o f  E a s t e r n  A u s t r a l i a .  T h e  m i s s ­

i o n  t o  B o m b a l a  w a s  a  f a i l u r e .  M r .  D a v i s  w a s  t h e n  a p p o i n t e d  t o  t h e  H a s t i n g s - M a c l e a y , 

a n d  i n s t e a d  o f  l o c k e d  d o o r s ,  t h e  p e o p l e  c a l l e d  h i m  t o  b e  t h e i r  m i n i s t e r .  A n d  w e  s h o u l d  

b e  p r o f o u n d l y  t h a n k f u l  t o  G o d  t h a t  t h e r e  w e r e  s u c h  m e n  a n d  w o m e n  w i t h  a  l o v e  of, a n d  a  

l o y a l t y  t o ,  s c r i p t u r a l  p r i n c i p l e s .  T h e  f r u i t s  o f  t h e i r  w o r k  a n d  w i t n e s s  a r e  s t i l l  w i t h

u s  a  h u n d r e d  y e a r s  l a t e r .  . . . .  .,
W e  a r e  n o w  t w o  d a y s  i n t o  t h e  s e c o n d  h u n d r e d  y e a r s ,  a n d  oui*s i s  t h e  o p p o r t u n i t y

t h e  c h a l l e n g e  a n d  s o l e m n  r e s p o n s i b i l i t y  t o  so l i v e  a n d  w o r k ,  t h a t  i n  a  h u n d r e d  y e a r s  

t i m e ,  t h o s e  w h o  c o m p r i s e  t h e  c h u r c h  h e r e ,  m a y  b e  a b l e  t o  n o t e  w i t h  t h a n k s g i v i n g ,  o u r  

f a i t h f u l n e s s  a n d  l o y a l t y ,  j u s t  a s  w e  t o d a y  r e m e m b e r  t h e  p e o p l e  o f  t h e  p a s t .

A s  w e  g l a n c e  o v e r  t h e  p a s t  t h e r e  i s  so m u c h  t o  i n s t r u c t  a n d  e n c o u r a g e  u s .  W e  

m i g h t  t h i n k  o f  t h e  f a i t h  o f  t h o s e  f a m i l i e s  o n  t h e  l o w e r  r i v e r  a n d  a d j a c e n t  a r e a s ,  w h o  

i n  1 8 7 1 ,  b e f o r e  t h e y  e v e r  h a d  a  s e t t l e d  m i n i s t e r ,  b u i l t  a  p l a c e  o f  w o r s h i p  at L e t t e r e w e  

A n d  a g a i n  w h e n  i t  b e c a m e  d e s i r a b l e  t o  r e m o v e  t o  t h e  g r o w i n g  t o w n  o f  W a u c h o p e ,  t h e y  

b u i l t  t h e  D a v i s  M e m o r i a l  C h u r c h ,  t h o u g h  t h e y  h a d  b e e n  w i t h o u t  a  s e t t l e d  m i n i s t e r  f o r  

2 0  y e a r s ,  a n d  h a d  n o  i m m e d i a t e  p r o s p e c t s  o f  g e t t i n g  o n e .

T h e n  w e  s e e  h o w  t h e  c h u r c h  h a s  e x t e n d e d .  T h r o u g h  t h e  e f f o r t s  o f  M r .  A n g u s  

K e n n e d y ,  s e r v i c e s  w e r e  e x t e n d e d  u p  t h e  r i v e r  t o  C a t h a b u c  a n d  e v e n t u a l l y  o n  t o  t h e  

F o r b e s  R i v e r  w h e r e  w e  s t i l l  h a v e  a  p r e a c h i n g  c e n t r e .  A b o u t  7 0  y e a r s  ago, M r .  N e i l  M e  

K i n n o n  w i t h  h i s  w i f e  a n d  g r o w i n g  f a m i l y  s e t t l e d  a t  K i n d e e ,  t h e  f i r s t  F r e e  C h u r c h  f a m i l y  

t o  d o  so. T h i s  e v e n t u a l l y  l e d  t o  t h e  o p e n i n g  u p  o f  a  p r e a c h i n g  c e n t r e  w i t h  i t s  o w n
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t o  r e g u l a r  s e r v i c e s  t h e r e .  A l l  o f  t h e s e  f a m i l i e s  r e f e r r e d  to o n  t h e  H a s t i n g s  h a d  t o  

jg ( \ l o n g  p e r i o d s  i n  t h e i r  e a r l y  y e a r s  w i t h o u t  r e g u l a r  s e r v i c e s  f r o m  t h e i r  o w n  c h u r c h .

R e v .  J o h n  S i n c l a i r  o f  G e e l o n g ,  w h o  v i s i t e d  t h e  M a c l e a y  i n  1 9 0 8  t e l l s  o f  a  

g o o d  e x a m p l e  o f  h o w  b l e s s i n g  a t t e n d s  f a i t h f u l  h o m e  t r a i n i n g ,  e v e n  w h e n  c u t  o f f  f r o m  

t h e  m i n i s t r a t i o n s  o f  t h e i r  o w n  c h u r c h .  H e  r e f e r r e d  t o  t h e  f a m i l y  o f  M r .  J o h n  R a m s a y  

o f  t h e  M a c l e a y  w h i c h  h a d  o n l y  o n e  d a y ' s  m i n i s t r a t i o n  f r o m  t h e i r  o w n  c h u r c h  i n  1 5  y e a r s .  

T h i s  f a m i l y  c i r c l e  o f  1 0  a d u l t s  a n d  s o m e  c h i l d r e n ,  m a i n t a i n e d  m o n t h l y  m e e t i n g s  f o r  

t h e i r  o w n  e d i f i c a t i o n .  T h e  r e s u l t  w a s  t h a t  t h i s  f a m i l y  g a v e  t h r e e  s o n s  t o  t h e  m i n i s t r y  

o f  o u r  c h u r c h .  1 I n  l a t e r  y e a r s  R e v .  M . C .  R a m s a y  s p o k e  o f  t h e  i n f l u e n c e  o f  g o o d  l i t e r ­

a t u r e  i n  t h e i r  h o m e  o n  t h e  M a c l e a y .  T h i s  h a p p y  r e s u l t  s h o u l d  e n c o u r a g e  o t h e r s ,  e s p e c ­

i a l l y  t h o s e  c u t  o f f  f r o m  t h e  m i n i s t r y  o f  t h e i r  c h u r c h ,  n o t  t o  n e g l e c t  t h e  c h u r c h  t h a t  

i s  i n  t h e i r  h o u s e ,  a n d  t o  s e e  t h a t  g o o d  l i t e r a t u r e  i s  a v a i l a b l e  a n d  t h a t  a l l  a r e  e n ­

c o u r a g e d  to u s e  i t  w e l l .

T h e  h a p p y  s t o r y  r e l a t e d  b y  S i n c l a i r  d o e s  n o t  e n d  t h e r e .  N o t  o n l y  d i d  t h e

t h r e e  R a m s y  s o n s  s e r v e  i n  t h e  m i n i s t r y ,  b u t  t w o  g r a n d s o n s  a r e  n o w  m i n i s t e r s  o f  o u r  

c h u r c h ,  a n d  a  g r a n d  d a u g h t e r  i s  a  m e d i c a l  m i s s i o n a r y  i n  I n d i a .

W h i l e  o n  t h e  s u b j e c t  o f  t h e  m i n i s t r y ,  i t  i s  i n t e r e s t i n g  t o  n o t e  t h e  n u m b e r  

g i v e n  t o  t h e  m i n i s t r y  b y  t h e  H a s t i n g s - M a d  e a y  c o n g r e g a t i o n .  I n  t h e  o r d e r  i n  w h i c h  t h e y  

w e r e  r e c e i v e d ,  t h e y  w e r e  R e v s .  J . D  . R a m s a y  a b o u t  1 9 0 5 ,  H . W . R a m s a y  1 9 0 9 ,  I . L . G r a h a m  1 9 0 9 ,  

M . C . R a m s a y  1 9 1 2 ,  J . A . H a r m a n  1 9 2 1 ,  J . C . A n d r e w s  a n d  D . G . C . T r o t t e r  1 9 3 0 ,  a n d  A . M . H a r m a n  

i n  1 9 5 3 .  I t  i s  i n t e r e s t i n g  t o  n o t e  t h a t  5 m e n  o f f e r e d  f o r  t h e  m i n i s t r y  d u r i n g  t h e  

l o n g  v a c a n c y  f o l l o w i n g  t h e  d e a t h  o f  M r .  D a v i s .

L o o k i n g  b a c k ,  w e  m a y  feel s o m e  r e b u k e  a s  w e  c o m p a r e  o u r s e l v e s  w i t h  t h o s e  o f  a  
h u n d r e d  y e a r s  a g o .  S o m e  t o d a y ,  c o m p l a i n  i f  t h e  s e r v i c e s  s e e m  a  l i t t l e  l o n g e r  t h a n  u s u a l .  

B u t  s o m e  c o m m u n i o n  s e r v i c e s  o f  a  h u n d r e d  y e a r s  a g o  la.sted f o u r  h o u r s .  A n d  p e o p l e  t r a ­

v e l e d  o n  h o r s e b a c k  a n d  i n  h o r s e - d r a w n  v e h i c l e s  f r o m  t h e  u p p e r  r i v e r  a n d  R o l l a n d s  P l a i n s .

Thursday March 1917 is an historic date in the life of the Free Church in Wauchope. On 
that day it was decided that a church would be built in the developing town of Wauchope 
The wooden church and Manse at Letterewe had fallen into disrepair following the death of 
Rev. John Davis in November 1897

At the annual synod of the Presbyterian Church of Eastern Australia held in 1906 it was pointed 
out that Mr Duncan Bain had expressed his willingness to take the land, church and Manse at 
Letterewe at valuation. Synod agreed to accept Mr Bain’s generous offer, and the Clerk was 
instructed to convey to him the thanks of the Synod. It is worthy of record that Mr Bain also 
donated land to the other Protestant denominations for places of worship in Wauchope

Following the death of Rev John Davis, the charge remained vacant for 24 years and relied 
largely on quarterly visits by the Interim Moderator Rev S. P Stewart to give supply. Therefore it 
was with much enthusiasm that the loyal Free Church gathered on that day, the first of March 
1917 in the Temperance Hall under the chairmanship of Rev. S.P._Stewart to give 
consideration to the building of a church in Wauchope

For much of this information we are indebted to the late Rev I.L. Graham who was present at the 
meeting as well as the opening, and wrote an account of both, for publication in The Australian 
Free Presbyterian” Mr Graham wrote “After devotional exercises the Moderator explained the 
object of the meeting and called for definite proposals. On the motion of Messrs Duncan Bain 
and Robert Mackay elders, it was unanimously decided to erect a church in Wauchope

All the gentleman present spoke in favour of the proposal, A very pleasing feature of the 
meeting was the interest of the young men, most of whom have just begun to form homes of their 
own, stand up and, one after the other and declare ,that, in their opinion a Free Church should be 
built in Wauchope. They concluded little speeches by saying “And I will do all that I can” and 
when the opportunity was given a little later, for making contributions, the young men 
implemented their promises - they did what they could,

The zeal for building the House of God was not, however confined to the young. The more aged 
were also anxious that something should be built in Wauchope The zeal for building the House of 
the Lord was not however, confined to the young. The more aged wee also anxious that 
something should be done One of these remarked that it would be a source of very great 
satisfaction to him to see a Free Church in Wauchope ere he should go the way of all the earth, 
which he felt could not now be long, and when the lists were opened his name was down for £50. 
Three others the fathers of large and much respected families in the district also gave £50 each. 
From another, a donation of £25 and from two young men, a donation of £25 there was a 
donation of £30 to be paid in yearly instalments of £10 another of £20 and eleven others 
amounting in all to over £100. Thus a total sum of £425 was promised in the room.
None of the people are wealthy and the fact that this large amount was raised in the meeting 
could go to show how devoted the Hastings people are to the Free Church cause. Surely here is a
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field rich with promise, if only the church can step in and work it with energy and with labourers 
whose motto is;” First the Kingdom”

It is the desire of the congregation if possible to erect a good substantial building of brick so that 
it may have a place of worship for many years to come.

Following upon the decision to build a church, it was agreed, again unanimously to request the 
Synod of Eastern Australia to appoint Mr. J. C. Robinson, who was completing ^ s tu d ie s  in 
Edinburgh to the Hastings for a period of three months on his return to Australia. The building 
was completed the following year, and the opening ceremony took the form of a public meetmg 
which began at 11 O’clock on Thursday forenoon August 29 1918.

The Interim Moderator. Rev. S.P. Stewart occupied the chair. On the platform with Mm were the 
local clergymen, Mr Morris. Church of England, Mr Davies, Presbyterian, Mr Putland, Methodist 
and Mr rh-aham who came all the way from Hamilton in Victoria to be present.

In the very large audience which quite filled the church, were Messrs McLauchlan, Andeym and 
Rose, three Elders from MacLean, Mr John Robinson, and elder from the Manning and the father 

T r  Rnhinson. Mrs Davis and Miss Linda Davis widow and daughter of the late Revs. John 
Davis from Sydney. Mrs McLennan of Upper Hastings whose husband by generous 
contributions was largely instrumental in starting the Students Fund m connection with the synod 

of Eastern Australia,

After devotional exercises the moderator referred to the happy occasion which had brought them 
together. The new church in which they met had been built in connection with the ree 
Presbyterian Church of Eastern Australia. That was a denomination which stood for Purity of 
Worship and Doctrine. A scriptural form of Church Government and above all, for the verba 
and plenary inspiration of the Scriptures of the Old and New Testaments. The Free Presbyterian 
Church stood for conservative Presbyterianism, and he was convmced that as a denomination, 
they had all that was good and grand in Presbyterianism at their back. He hoped that from within 
these walls, these truths would be clearly enunciated and earnestly contended for, and that the 
new church might be the spiritual birthplace of many souls, with these remarks, he had great 
pleasure in declaring the Davis Memorial church Open as a place of public worship.

Mr Duncan Graham Treasurer gave the financial statement. This conveyed the gratifying 
information, that, without going beyond the bounds of the congregation except in one or two 
cases, the church was that day being opened free of debt and with a cTedrt balmce of £7/14/9- 
total cost of the building was £740/11/414 This includes the sum of £33/7/0 A donated by the 
ladies and expended on the furnishings, other than the seats and pulpit, the last of these being 
donated by the ^ n tr ^ to r. Mr A.W.S. Mackay when the Treasurer, had given his report, 
the 100th psalm was heartily sung by the congregation.

Messages of congratulations were received from the Rev. J. Sinclair, Geelong, the Moderator of 
the Free Presbyterian Church of Eastern Australia, from the Hamilton congregation, Victoria,

from Rev. H. W. Ramsay of Grafton. . .
Also from the Rev. T. MacLean and the congregation of Maclean. The message from Maclean 

was accompanied by a cheque for £35 towards the building fund. This along with the other 
contributions received during the Communion season, not counting the collections which 
amounted to £22/3/0 swelled the Treasurer’s credit balance to £63/2/0 Rev. S. P. Stewart 
conveyed the congratulations of his own congregation.
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Visiting and local clergymen then addressed the meeting, all, expressing their pleasure that the 
Free Church people now had a spiritual home of their own. The visiting elders also briefly 
addressed the meeting. Mr Duncan Bain, an Elder, moved a comprehensive vote of thanks to all 
who had assisted in any way. But especially mentioning the name of the contractor, Mr A.W. JL 
McKav This was seconded by Mr R. McKay, the other Elder o f the congregation. A special 
vote of thanks was given to the Methodists for the use of their building while the congregation 
had none of its own. The meeting then closed with the singing of Psalm 133 and the benedictioa

Communion Season

The services in connection with the Communion season began on Thursday evening and again 
the building was filled. Other services were on Friday afternoon, Saturday, two on Sabbath and 
the Thanksgiving service on Monday All were well attended but Sabbath was the great day. 
Both morning and evening the church was overcrowded, and in the evening, a few were able to 
gain admission. Rev. S. P Stewart preached the action sermon from the text “Is Christ divided?’

1 Cor.1-13

From the Session records we have a fist of those who sat at the Lord’s Table where the Sacrament 
of the Lord’s Supper was administered for the first time in the new building; they are as follows; - 
Mrs Campbell senior, Mr Duncan Graham, Mr and Mrs W, Campbell, with Mr Robert McKay 
and Mr Duncan Bain, Elders. Visitors at the Table were Messrs D. McLachlan, J. Ross, A. 
Anderson, Cameron and Parsons. Also Mrs Ainsworth, Mrs A. McKay, Mr and Mrs Robinson, 
Mr A. McLennan, Mrs Davis and Mrs McLennan.

There were five new communicants and at the close of the evening service four young men of the 
congregation had the sacrament of Baptism administered to their children, and thus, both 
sacraments were celebrated within the new church on that first Communion Sabbath.

Although the congregation now had their own building, they were to remain without a settled 
minister for a further three years. Rev. J.C. Robinson supplied for some months during the 
following year. At the Annual Congregational Meeting held on January 6 1920, the following 
items of interest were reported; - The work for the year 1920 showed that a regular weekly Prayer 
Meeting had been started in Wauchope and an undenominational one at Beechwood. About a 
dozen young men engaged in public prayer. Three Sabbath Schools had been started, a 
congregational one in Wauchope and an undenominational one at Upper Rolland’s Plains and 
Kindee Regular weekly visitations to Wauchope and Beechwood Public Schools brought 
systematic religious instruction to about 160 children. A Ladies Missionary Association and 
prayer meeting was formed at which prayer was offered, the work of missions studied and sewing 
done for those in need.

Services were held at Comboyne, Bulli, and Llanthony, Kendall, Herons Creek, Kempsey, and 
Kindee. Eleven new communicants were added to the roll of members for the year.
In 1920, the Session was strengthened by the ordination of Messrs Ale_xander Bain Junior and
Mr John Graham Junior.

Junior.
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Rpv t T. Graham Convenor of Church Extension committee, made a strong plea on behalf of the 
vacant Hastings charge, at the General Assembly held on February 17 1921. Mr Graham claimed 
a special interest in the Hastings and commented on how the congregation had held together in 
spite of a vacancy of more than 20 years. They had built a church costing over £700 and were 
prepared; it seemed, to build a Manse if a settlement could be obtained. Already they had over 
£500 in hand for that purpose, the congregation also had a session consisting of four elders, one 
of whom was always present at the Assembly.

Quite a number of young families were connected with the congregation, several of which were 
noted for regularity in family worship conducted by the young man at their head. One young 
man, almost single- handed earned on two Sabbath schools in a needy part of the district. 
Through the week he met with one or two other young men in a private residence for Bible study 
and prayer. This young man referred to by Mr Graham was Mr J. A. Harman of Long Flat and 
the Sabbath schools were at Ellenborough and Kindee At the same General Assembly Mr J A 
Harman applied to be, and was, received as a student for the Ministry. Thus, in the same year as 
the Rpy M T Ramsay was inducted into the charge of the Hastings, the man who was to 
eventually succeed him was beginning his studies for the Ministry. Another point of interest 
concerning Mr Ramsay and Mr Harman was that both had expressed a desire to serve overseas; 
Mr Ramsay to engage in evangelistic In neither case did the church see its way clear to accede 
to their wishes.

Rev. M.C.Ramsay was ordained and inducted into the charge of the Hastings on September 8 
1921. The Manse was completed the following year. In 1923, Mr John Graham began the 
Psalmody class which was to have such beneficial effects on the congregational singing at 
Wauchope.

Time does not permit a detailed account of the ministry of the men who were settled on the 
Hastings, sufficient to say that Mr Ramsay laboured for over 16 years with characteristic 
diligence until he accepted a call to the Manning where he was inducted on June 2 1937. A 
Deacon’s Court was formed in 1935 with the ordination of nine men, and about this time, steps 
were taken to erect a church at Kindee, but for various reasons, this building was not officially 
opened until June 23 1939. In recognition of his place in initiating this project, Mr Ramsay was 
invited back to preach at the official opening

After a short vacancy of only a few months, Rev. J.A. Harman was inducted to the charge on 
February 8 1938 His ministry included the difficult years of World War 11, and ended when ill 
health forced his retirement on May 3 1967, after serving the congregation for a period of 29 
years. It was during his ministry that the Hastings Fellowship was formed, with branches at 
Huntingdon, Wauchope and Kindee during the year 1939. It was largely due to his initiative that 
the Alexander Bain Memorial Hall was built and opened in May 1955.

Some nine months after Mr Harman’s retirement the Hastings charge was once again filled when 
Rev. A. L Tripovitch was ordained and inducted as colleague and successor to Mr Harman on 
February 23 1968

Among those who have been associated with the Davis Memorial Church the following have 
served in either the ministry or the mission field, Messrs J.C. Andrews and D.G. Trotter began 
their training for the ministry in the 1930’s. The former served 17 years as a medical missionary 
in South Africa and is at MacLean until he resigned. Dr Helen Ramsay is at present serving as a
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medical missionary in India and Mr Hugh Vames is working with the mission in Peru, while Rev. 
A.M. Harman is now Professor of Old Testament at the Free Church College Edinburgh

Time and space does not permit any record here of those who have rendered devoted service as 
Elders, Deacons, Sabbath School teachers and of others who have helped in establishing the 
Kingdom of God within the Church.

The first Presbyterian building on the Hastings (excluding Port Macquarie) was 
the PCEA building erected at 'Letterewe' in 1871. It was opened on July 16 1871, and a 
manse was built in 1879. A photograph of the manse and church exists which was taken 
in 1885. Rev John Davis (1854-1897) had been inducted as the first minister on February 
3 1879 and was accidentally killed at the rear of the manse by a falling tree branch on 
November 25 1897 at age 43.

Alexander Bain exchanged the land at 'Letterewe' for 3 acres in the growing town 
of Wauchope and there the 'Davis Memorial Church' was erected and opened on August 
29 1918, in Campbell Street. All (except the Presbyterian) protestant churches in 
Wauchope received their land as gifts from the Bain family. Rev Malcolm C Ramsay 
(1890-1973) was inducted as the second minister in the new church on September 8 1921, 
which ended a long vacancy. A new manse was constructed beside the new church in 
1922. Joseph Andrews gave the original land for the Presbyterian Church opposite the 
post office.

A preaching centre was early established at Kindee, in the home of Henry 
Huckett, and 2.5 years after the opening of the Kindee Bridge a church was opened at 
Kindee on June 23 1939.

1870) of the Church of Scotland. On January 28 1841, a meeting was held in Port 
Macquarie for the purpose to provide a place of worship and a manse for him. Those 
present included William McKenzie of Wilson River, Captain R.A.Wauch of Wauchope 
House King's Creek, Alexander Thomson, Peter Sime, J.R.Middleton of RoHand's Plains, 
Donald McPhee, Dr McIntyre, Robert Ackroyd, Dr Fattorini, John Dillon, Daniel 
Mclnnes, Maxwell Thomson and Mr Irving. The buildings were completed in February 
1843 on a site bounded by William, Murray and Munster Streets in Port Macquarie.
1. PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH OF EASTERN AUSTRALIA (Free Presbyterian)

The work of the PCEA on the Hastings arose in the early 1850's. Alexander Bain 
(1810-1892) and his family moved to the Hastings in 1852. He and a friend Donald 
Cameron purchased 'Crosslands' estate of about 1960 acres and divided it. Alexander 
Bain took the flats, which were covered with bush, and bordered onto the river. The main 
property of Alexander’s, which included part of the later town of Wauchope, was called 
'Letterewe'.

When Alexander Bain arrived on the Hastings there were only a few other white 
families. He maintained family worship in his home and open air services were under the 
giant fig tree from about 1862. Services were also held in Alexander Bain's new bam. The 
Lindsay family came in 1860 and purchased the 'Huntingdon' estate of 1552 acres. A third 
prominent family arrived in 1963. This was the Andrews family from Northern Ireland. 
There were three sons: Joseph (purchased Wauchope House), Isaac (settled on 
'Coleraine'), and Samuel (settled on 'Lilybank').

The first Presbyterian building on the Hastings (excluding Port Macquarie) was 
the PCEA building erected at 'Letterewe' in 1871. It was opened on July 16 1871, and a 
manse was built in 1879. A photograph of the manse and church exists which was taken 
in 1885. Rev John Davis (1854-1897) had been inducted as the first minister on February 
3 1879 and was accidentally kil led at the rear of the manse by a falling tree branch on 
November 25 1897 at age 43.

Alexander Bain exchanged the land at 'Letterewe' for 3 acres in the growing town 
of Wauchope and there the 'Davis Memorial Church' was erected and opened on August 
29 1918, in Campbell Street. All (except the Presbyterian) protestant churches in 
Wauchope received their land as gifts from the Bain family. Rev Malcolm C Ramsay 
(1890-1973) was inducted as the second minister in the new church on September 8 1921, 
which ended a long vacancy. A new manse was constructed beside the new church in 
1922. Joseph Andrews gave the original land for the Presbyterian Church opposite the 
post office.

A preaching centre was early established at Kindee, in the home of Henry 
Huckett, and 2.5 years after the opening of the Kindee Bridge a church was opened at 
Kindee on June 23 1939.

Rev Joseph A Harman (1899-1976), a resident of the district, became the third 
minister inducted on February 10 1938. A hall was erected at the rear of the Wauchope 
church in 1955, and a Youth Centre hall was built at Port Macquarie in 1963 (Table 
Street) which is used for services.

Rev Alan L Tripovich became the fourth minister inducted on 23 February 1968. 
The history is well documented in the centenary booklet issued in 1979, together with 
extensive articles and photographs held by the Wauchope District Historical Society. The 
church inside Timbertown was the previous Huntingdon Free Church.
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Presbyterian Free Church.

During the course of his remarks, the Rev. gentleman pointed out that 30 
Sunday-school scholars were enrolled; at present there were a superintendent and two 
teachers, but during the current year a new teacher will be added. In the district he 
had done a fair amount of visiting, and at times of sickness and bereavement he had 
made calls of sympathy to several families, irrespective of whatever religion they 
belonged to. He thanked the members of the congregation for their many acts of 
kindness, expressions of encouragement, and earnest prayers. He also appreciated the 
efforts of the elders in having the church services carried on during his recent absence 
from the charge. If they put their trust in God, the Rev. speaker had no fear as to the 
future welfare of the church.

Rev. I. L. Graham also briefly addressed the meeting.

W elcome:
In welcoming Mrs. Ramsay to Wauchope, on behalf of the congregation. Mr. Jock 
Graham said he trusted that that lady would find Wauchope congenial to her in every 
way, and that her future would be as happy as she expected in the bonnie hills of 
Scotland, from whence she had come. He then presented Mrs. Ramsay with a lovely 
silver teapot, suitably inscribed.

Rev. Ramsay, on behalf of his wife, thanked the congregation for the gift and also the 
kindly expressions that accompanied it. He could assure them the present would 
always be treasured by both of them. Prior to starting on his ministerial career, the 
Rev. speaker said that he never expected to make a start in this part of the globe, but 
in some foreign land, but wherever he went his "intended partner in life" was willing to 
share his lot.

KeysarTrad was born in 1963 in Tripoli,

Following this 
he completed tertiary studies in Australia 
and overseas before working in the 
Australian public service for 14 years. Mr 
Trad has translated several books on Islam 
and attended many Islamic courses and lec­
tures. As a writer he has translated many 
articles for Islamic newspapers and maga­
zines as well as writing a number of his own 
articles. He joined the Leqanese Muslims 
Association in 1999 as a volunteer and left 
the association in May 2005.

He then took on the task of assisting the 
Mufti of Australia, the chief religious authori­
ty and spiritual leader for Australian 
Muslims.

A PuKSiiYTKitiAN Church was erected 
in Wauchopo arid opened for service 
in 1878. The first Anglican Olmrcli ; 
erected on tho river was on a site , 
donated by the late Mr G. F. Dawes at 
Ennis, which was used for a number 
of years, but, the position not proving 
central, the building was disposed of, 
and a suitable structure erected at 
liawdon Island on a Site obtained from 
Mr. F. Wallace. Small buildings for 
religious purposes were also built by 
the Methodists at Ilawdofi Island, 
Gannon's Crook, and Hay town,, which 
were used for several years, but 
changes amongst the residents dimin­
ishing the congregations, led to the dis­
posal of tho buildings.

Iho river overflows' tho present bridgo 
and precludes its use. This bridge 
supplied an urgent need, but still left 
eight miles of the river void of the 
means of crossing, and AVauchope 
having become an active business 
centre, residents on the north side of 
the river were still at a disadvantage^ 
hence efforts were directed to the 
establishment of a ferry in the vicin­
ity of Wauehopc. Unfortunately a 
sharp division of public opinion re­
garding the site of the- proposed ferry

T h ere  w a s n 't  a  p o rc h , 
b u t  t h e r e  Vv'as a  lo n g  s e a t  a lo n g  th e  e a s t e r n  s id e  o f  th e  ^
C hurch  w here  th e  young l a d i e s  s a t  and  c h a t t e d  v ih i l s t  w a i t in g  
f o r  th e  s e r v i c e  t o  commence.

I t  i s  r e c o rd e d  t h a t  th e  C hurch a t  H o lla n d s  P l a in s  was_ 
c o m p le te d  i n  1883 b u t th e  b u i ld in g  o f  - .a u c h o p e 's  C hurch  i s  
n o t  m e n tio n e d . S in c e  H o llan d s  P l a in s  was th e  t h i r d  C hurch 
b u i l t ,  W auchope m ust f i t  i n  somewhere b e tw een  1879 and  I 883.

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Mr H ossack was a b o u t to  r e t u r n  to  England.- The su g g ­
e s t i o n  was nade f o r  a Tea M eetin g  to  be h e ld  a t  Wauchope 
C hurch , when a  p r e s e n t a t i o n  c o u ld  be made. An a c c o u n t 
o f  th e  f a r e w e l l  i n  th e  P o r t  M acq u arie  News s a y s ,  "On 1 9 th  
M arch, 1883, a  S o ire e  was h e ld  a t  V/auchope. I t  was one 
o f th e  l a r g e s t  a s s e m b lie s  t h a t  e v e r  g a th e re d  on th e  
H a s t in g s .  T hree h u n d red  and  f i f t y  people, o f a l l  s e c t s  
s a t  down to  t e a  to ' t e s t i f y  to  t h e  e s teem  in  w hich  ]\ir 
H ossack  v/as h e ld  i n  th e  v a r io u s  l o c a l i t i e s  w hich had been 
th e  sc en e  o f h i s  la b o u r s  f o r  th e  p a s t  n in e  y e a r s . "

On 4 th  Decem ber, 1883, th e  H untingdon-V /auchope Comm­
i t t e e  met and a g re e d  to  in c lu d e  Camden Haven i n  th e  c h a rg e  
By 1884 th e  Charge c o u ld  a g a in  a f f o r d  t o  pay an  o rd a in e d  
M in is te r  and Rev. R o b e rt D av id so n , r e c e n t l y  a r r i v e d  from  
S c o t la n d , v/as c a l l e d .

In  November 1885 , Rev. D av id so n  r e p o r t e d ,  "The v;ork 
h e re  i s  e n c o u ra g in g  in  so f a r  a s  t h e r e  i s  a lw ays a good 
a t te n d a n c e  o f h e a r e r s  a t  my v a r io u s  p re a c h in g  p la c e s  
( lO ) .  i/e have l a t e l y  r e c e iv e d  t h r e e  o rg an s  o r harm onium s 
to  a s s i s t  i n  o u r p r a i s e ,  w hich shov/s a  m arked im p ro v e­
m e n t."  I t i s  w o rth y  o f  n o te  t h a t  o f t e n  Rev. D a v id so n 's  
c o n g re g a t io n  w ould a t t e n d  h i s  s e r v i c e  a t  H untingdon and 
th e n  come to  V/auchope to  l i s t e n  t o  him  a g a in . I t  was 
a lw ays a d i f f e r e n t  serm on i f  t h e y  d id  t h i s .

One o f th e  th r e e  o rg an s  r e f e r r e d  to  by Mr D av idson  
was f o r  th e  V/auchope C hurch . H u n tin g d o n  alw ays r e t a in e d  
a  p r e c e n to r .  The o rg an  rem a in e d  i n  Wauchope Church 
u n t i l  1912 when we r e a d  from  th e  A nnual R e p o rt, "D u rin g  
th e  y e a r  a new o rg an  v?as p la c e d  i n  th e  Wauchope C hurch , 
b e in g  p u rc h a se d  by v o lu n ta r y  s u b s c r i p t i o n s . "  T h is  o rg an  
was s e l e c te d  by  a  member o f th e  c o n g re g a t io n ,  l ir  D u tto n , 
and  i s  s t i l l  i n  u se  i n  S t .S te p h e n s ,  64 y e a r s  l a t e r .
The harmonium was p u rc h a se d  by Mr D u tto n  who p la y e d  and  
h ad  a  f i n e  s in g in g  v o ic e .  T h is  in s t r u m e n t  i s  a  much 
p r iz e d  adornm ent i n  th e  home o f  Mr & Mrs W.H. Jo n e s  i n  
R iv e r  S t r e e t  t o  t h i s  day .

On 1 2 th  Ju n e , 18S6, a  p i c n ic  an d  s o c i a l  v/ere h e ld  
a t  Wauchope to  r a i s e  fu n d s  f o r  th e  im provem ent o f  th e  
C hurch . "Mr Jo se p h  Andrews p r e s id e d  and a d d re s s e s  w ere  
g iv e n  by Rev. John  T a y lo r  o f Kempsey, Rev. J .H . T e r r a s ,

o f  V/ingham and  Rev. C h a r le s  C ran e , o f  T a re e . T h is  was a  
new d e p a r t u r e  having_ th r e e  v i s i t i n g  M in i s t e r s  a t  a  S o c ia l  
f u n c t i o n . " A p p a re n tly  th e s e  im provem en ts w ere  made b e c a u se  
in  1907 t h e  c o n d i t io n  o f  th e  C hurch  was r e p o r t e d  a s  "good" 
b u t i n  I 9IÓ  a n d ' 1911 th e  c o n d i t io n  was o n ly  '. 'p a s s a b le ."  ’

The A n n u a l R e p o rt o f 1910 s t a t e s :  "The V/auchope C hurch  
has u n d e rg o n e  some im provem ents by t h e  i n s t a l l a t i o n  of- 
a d j u s t a b l e  p u l p i t  lam ps, c h u rc h  d o o r lam p, m a t t in g  f o r  a i s l e ,  
r e p a i r s  to  o rg a n , r e - v a r n i s h in g  o f  p u l p i t  an d  f u r n i t u r e  
and r e p a i r  to  window l i g h t s .  I t  i s  hoped e r e  lo n g  t h a t  a  
more com m odious an d  s u i t a b l e  b u i ld i n g  w i l l  be  e r e c t e d  a t  
t n i s  im p o r ta n t  c e n t r e .  At t im e s  th e  c o n g re g a t io n s  t a x  th e  
p r e s e n t  p l a c e 's  pow er to  acco m iu o d a te ."

In  1911 th e  A nnual R ep o rt s a y s :  "The W auchope congr-eg - 
a t i o n  c o n s id e r e d  th e  m a t te r  o f  change  o f s i t e ,  b u t  d e c id e d  
t h a t  v / h i l s t  a  change  m igh t soon  become n e c e s s a r y ,  th e  tim e  
f o r  i t  was h a r d ly  r i p e .  I t  i s  s t r o n g l y  f e l t  t h a t  th e  b u i l d ­
in g  o f  a  new C hurch  m ust s h o r t l y  be c o n s id e r e d ,  and th e n  th e  
q u e s t io n  o f  a  s i t e  w i l l  be gone i n t o  a g a in .  "

The Annual^ R e p o rt o f 1912 r e f e r s  t o  th e  new o rg a n  and goes 
on to  sa,y: "The V/auchope c o n g re g a t io n  h as d e c id e d  to  p ro c e e d  
w ith  t h e  b u i l d i n g  o f  a new c h u rc h , and  v /ith  t h i s  i n  v iev ; have 
i n v i t e d  d o n a t io n s  to w ard s t h a t 'e n d .  A lre a d y  th e  sum o f  £240 
h as b e e n  p ro m ise d  -  ■'.veil on th e  way to v /a rd s  th e  o b j e c t i v e  o f 
£600. v7e h ope  to  h o ld  ou r n e x t  A nnual M eeting  i n  th e  nev/ 
b u i l d i n g . " ■

M eanw hile  a  b lo c k  o f  la.nd became a v a i l a b l e .  I t  was .p a id  , 
f o r  by Mr N .J .  D indsay  and h e ld  u n t i l  th e  c o n g re g a t io n  was 
re a d y  to  p ay  f o r  i t .

M arch, 1 9 24 , Mr Wade moved t h a t  th e  a c t i o n  o f  th e  s e c r e t a r y  
and t r e a s u r e r  i n  o rd e r in g  th e  i n s t a l l a t i o n  o f  th e  e l e c t r i c  
l i g h t  i n  th e  C hurch be e n d o rse d . Mr- W .J. Andreviis moved and 
i t  W0.S a g re e d  t h a t  th e  d i s p p s a l  o f th e  g a s  p l a n t  i n  th e  Church 
was to  be  l e f t  i n  th e  hands o f  Mr W a lla c e  and  Mr A. 'Wade, 
to  be s o ld  f o r  a  minimum o f £ 2 . The p l a n t  was s o ld  to  Mr C. 
G i lb e r t  f o r  £ 2 , p resu m ab ly  to  l i g h t  h i s  p ro d u c e  s t o r e  i n  
Cameron S t r e e t .  E l e c t r i c i t y  was s u p p l ie d  to  th e  C hurch from, 
th e  U pper H a s t in g s  C o -o p e ra t iv e  D a iry  S o c ie ty ,  f r e e  o f 
c h a rg e , u n t i l  1936. S in c e  th e n  Mr Q u a s t, and  l a t e r  th e  C xley 
County C o u n c il have  s u p p l ie d  th e  pow er.

The o ld  C hurch  w'as d em o lish ed  and  r e b u i l t  a s  a  shop by 
Mr R o b e r t  Andrevis, a p p ro x im a te ly  w here th e  e n t r a n c e  to  th e  
C om m ercial Bank i s  now. F i r s t l y  i t  was u se d  e.s a  h a t  shop 
by Ivliss F lo re n c e  Wade, and  l a t e r  a s  a  m usic  sh o p  by R oland 
a.nd Norman F re n c h . Ih? & Mrs Norm F re n ch  ad d ed  to  i t  and 
l i v e d  t h e r e  -u n t i l  th e y  b u i l t  t h e i r  home i n  A vondale  S t r e e t .

On 4 th  M arch, 1948, i t  was moved by P. G a r ro w /P .S .N ic o l l  
t h a t  t h i s  m e e tin g  recommend t h a t  b e t t e r  l i g h t i n g  be i n s t a l l -
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e'd a t  a  s a t i s f a c t o r y  p r ic e » "  T h is  recom m endation  
l e d  t o  th e  c o n g re g a t io n  m aking  a  h ig  e f f o r t  Ifc im prove • 
th e  i n t e r i o r  of th e  C hurch . The o rg a n  and a l l  fiu?n- 
i t u r e  was removed to  th e  Sunday S ch o o l H a ll  and f o r  
a b o u t 3 weeks s e r v ic e s  w ere  h e ld  t h e r e .  Meantime a 
t r a n s f o r m a t io n  to o k  p la c e  w i th in  th e  C hurch . I t  was 
c o m p le te ly  p a in te d  by D. H a r r is o n  and R. R o b e r ts , th e  
f l o o r  sanded  and p o l i s h e d ,  and th e  new l i g h t s  i n s t a l l ­
ed . V a rio u s  p eo p le  and th e  P .P .A . d o n a te d  th e  l i g h t s .

U n t i l  1949 th e  C hurch  had  n o t  b e e n  named. S u g g e s t­
io n s  had  b een  made f o r  S t.j ln d re w s  cand S t .S te p h e n s .  At 
a  m e e tin g  on 9 th  May, 1949 , i t  was moved by Mrs D. 
H a r r is o n  and seconded by Mrs C. B a i l i e  t h a t  th e  name 
o f  t h i s  Church be S t .  S te p h e n s . I t  was a g re e d  to  and 
t h i s  c o n tro v e rs y  was s e t t l e d .

V a rio u s  g i f t s  have b e en  d o n a te d  t o  th e  Church from  
tim e  to  t im e . In  1908 M iss B e l l a  M oore, o f  H untingdon  
p r e s e n te d  th e  S e ss io n  'w ith  "an  i n d i v i d u a l ' Communion 
o u t f i t ,  i n  memory o f h e r  g r a n d f a th e r  and g ran d m o th e r, 
th e  l a t e  Mr and Mrs L in d sa y , I t  so h appened  th a t  th e

T h is  s e t  i s  now u sed  a t  SM lenborough.

A B ib le  was p r e s e n te d  i n  1915 when th e  Church was 
o p en ed . I t  i s  s t i l l  i n  th e  Chiu?ch b u t  n o t  u se d , b e in g  
r e p la c e d  by th e  P .F .A . i n  O c to b e r , 1953 , to  mark 21 
y e a r s  o f  a c t i v i t y .  In  1932 th e  G u ild  was th an k ed  f o r  
Hymn Books and a  c a r p e t  r u n n e r .  The o ld  c a r p e t  was 
s o ld  to  Mrs Gordon (M anse) f o r  t e n  s h i l l i n g s .  T h is  
c a r p e t  h a s  s in c e  been  r e p la c e d  by th e  p r e s e n t  one i n  
memory o f Mr B.H. N ic o l l  i n  I9 6 0 .

Dr and  Mrs Begg p r e s e n te d  a  B a p tism a l Font i n  ■ 
1935 i n  memory o f t h e i r  young s o n .  The Wade fa m ily  
rem em bered t h e i r  p a r e n t s  w i th  Cl c e d a r  Communion 
T ab le  and  th r e e  c h a i r s .  Two m ore c e d a r  c h a i r s  w ere 
p r e s e n te d  i n  memory o f  Mr D.H. B ean.

O th e r m em orial g i f t s  have b e en  a  P u l p i t  l i g h t  
f o r  Mr and Mrs W .J. P ead , a  Communion s e t  (Mr and Mrs 
H. S u t e r s ) ,  A Communion Cup and P a te n  (Mr Leo J . l e e )  
and a  p o r t a b le  Communion S e t (I4r P.M. G arrow ).

S in c e  s u s t e n t a t i o n  was n o t  c o l l e c t e d  from, e i t h e r  p la c e  
b o th  e v e n t u a l l y  c lo s e d  a s  p re a c h in g  c e n t r e s .

y A.M, F e r r i e  (1 912 ) and  Mr Hogg (1 9 1 3 ) .
] l o c a l  a s s i s t a n c e  was g iv e n  by Me J e m ie r  (Coraboyne)

and Mr H.A. B r ig d e n  (P o s tm a s te r  a t  V /auchope). A s s i s t a n t s  
w ere  s u b s id i s e d  'from  Sydney when c o n g re g a t io n s  c o u ld  n o t 
f i n d  th e  n e c e s s a r y  money.

T h e re  viiere ups and  downs in  f in a n c e  i n  th e  e a r ly  days 
j u s t  a s  t h e r e  a r e  to d a y .

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Some Memories of Seventy 
Years.

A P resbyterian Church  was erected 
in Wauchope and opened for service 
in 1878. The first Anglican Church 
erected on the river was on a site 
donated by the late Mr G. F. Dawes at 
Ennis, which was used for a number 
of years, but, tbe position not proving 
central, the building was disposed of, 
and a suitable structure erected at 
Rawdon Island on a site obtained from 
Mr. F.» Wallace. Small buildings for 
religious purposes were also bhilt by 
the Methodists at Rawdon Island, 
Gannon’s Creek, and' Haytown, w’hich 
were used for several years, but 
changes amongst the residents dimin­
ishing the congregations, led to the dis­
posal of the buildings. A suitable 
church building was erected at Black­
man’s Point by the Methodist de­
nomination, and is in constant use by 
Methodist, .Anglican,- and Presby­
terian mipisters- and preachers. In 
the 70’s a Roman Catholic Church 
was erected on the property of Mr. J. 
McDonnough, Rawdon Villa, and was 
used for several years, being subse­
quently transferred to Rawdon Is­
land, close to the Publiy School. 
Beech voDod needs are met by Anglican 
and Roman Catholic Church build­
ings, the Presbyterian and Mqthodist 
services being held in the Protestant 
Hall. Huntingdon has a Presbyter- 
terian Church. Wauchope' is well 
supplied, having Roman Catholic and 
Anglican Churches of timber, the 
Presbyterian, Methodist, and Free 
Presbyterian Churches being of brick. 
These buildings are all free of debt, 
and are centres of much religious 
interest. 4 Another point of interest is 
the establishment of means for cross­
ing the river a t  various centres. No 
ferry existed beyond Blackman’s Point 
till about 1875, when a public ferry

was established at Ennis, and proved 
a great convenience for many years. 
The next ferry to be installed was 
that connecting Rawdon Island with 
the mainland, and which has been 
much appreciated. But a long stretch 
of the river from Ennis upwards, 
owing to the ford at Bain’s Falls 
having been dredged, remained to be 
provided for. The only ford avail­
able was that known as “ Cameron’s 
Crossing,” which was not at all suit­
able, hence attempts were , made to 
improve it by the formation of a weir, 
which it was hoped would be success­
ful, but after the expenditure of 
several hundreds of pounds in cash 
the work proved an utter failure, so 

'that a bridge had to.be built. A low- 
level structure having been decided 
upon, the bridge known as “ Bain 
Bridge ” was erected, and in due 
course opened for traffic, and has 
proved a boon to the community. But 
a mistake was made in not erecting a 
high-level instead of a low-level struc­
ture, as the former would have cost 
comparatively little more than the 
one erected, and would have been 

■availiible for traffic at all times, where­
as now a comparatively slight fresh in 
the river overflows the present bridge 
and precludes its use. This bridge 
supplied an urgent need, but still left 
eight ■ miles of the river void of the 
means of crossing, and Wauchope 
having become an active business 
centre, residents on the north side of 
the river were gtill at a disadvantage, 
hence efforts were directed to the 
establishment of a ferry in the vicin­
ity of Wauchope. Unfortunately a 
sharp division of public opinion.re­
garding the site of the proposed ferry 
hindered the establishment of the 
convenience for many years, but on 
the ina.uguration of local government 
the Hastings, Shire Council decided 
the matter, and placed the ferry at 
the site known as “ The Rocks,” and, 
closing the old-time Ennis ferry, re­
moved the punt to the new site. 
Another ferry was installed connect­
ing the two Rawdon Islands, also one 
below Blackman’S Point at Hamilton, 
to supply the needs of residents on 
the Maria River, so the needs of the 
travelling public are fully met.
