OBITUARY.
MR. ROBERT ALLEN.

The death occurred in the Hast-
ings District Hospital on Tuesday,
17th inst., of Mr. Robert Allen, of
Waugh Street, Wauchope, at the age
of 72 years. The late Mr. Allen was
the only son of the late Mr. James
and Sarah Allan, and was born at
Numba, Shoalhaven River, in 1869.
He came (0 the North Coast when
quite a young man, and finally set-
tled in the Hastings River District,
where he spent most of the remain-
ing years of his life. He married
Miss Rose Mat an, of Bybarra, and
resided in different parts of the dis-
trict unti! about 33 years ago, when
he selected land at Colonel Grey's
Creek and made a home there for
the greater part of that time. He
followed many pursuits, but the tim-
ber industry attracted most, when
up to 25 years ago he turned his
hand to farming and dairying, which
occupation he followed until sickness
compelled him to retire. Deceased
was considered a good rifle shot, and
with his Winchester was one of the
leading bear-shooters of that time,
when the skins were selling at a rea-
sonably good figure In his younger
days he was also n notable middle-
weight boxer, and was always willing
to don the gloves, and wohld accom-
modate all  comers.  irrespective of
weight  He, with Mr G. N Hollis,
bo'h as young men and each with a
team of bullocks, were instrumental
in taking the first machinery to the
Cells gold diggings some 50 odd
years ago The late Mr, Allen en-
joyed relating his cxperiences of old
times, especially that of Wauchope,
when our respected town could then
pboast of only a few buildings. He
had a very good ear for music, and
played the concertina and accordeon
very well, being much in demand for
supplying the essence for the old-
time dances held throughout thc dis-
trict

His wife, and family of three sons
and two daughters, survive being
Samuel Henry Allen, Robert James
Allen (Wauchope), Norman William
Allen (Sherwood, Macleay River),
Mrs. Charles L. Brown (Rose lsabcl
Comboyne), and Mrs. Kevin C. Gar-
rett (Ada May, Pembrooke).

Mr. Allen had been ailing for up-

' wards of three years, and was un-

| der medical treatment. His wife and

family will mourn the loss of a de-
voted husband and father, whose
passing will be regretted by a wide
circle of friends.

The funeral, under the direction of
Mr. F. V. Hayward, moved from St.
Matthew's Church, after a short ser-
vice conducted by Canon Symonds,
who also officlated at the interment
in the Church of England portion of
the new Wauchope Cemetery. The
pall-bearers were Messrs. S. H., R.
J., and N. W. Allen (sons), and
L/Cpl. C. L. Brown (son-in-law).--
